 Donovan Smith was employed by a sub-contractor working on a renovation and 

rehabilitation project at the John Barton Tower, 555 Massachusetts Avenue. Investigators alleged 
that on February 04, 2011 Smith, while looking directly into a crime camera on the 4th floor of the 
21-story high-rise public housing building, used a hammer and repeatedly beat the device until he 
removed it from its fixed location. Smith then left the facility with the camera valued at $1,254. 
Smith was criminally charged following an investigation by the HUD Office of the Inspector 
General and the IHA Office of Special Investigations. Warrants were issued 03/03/2011 and 
Smith is a fugitive.
